El sello muestra la insignia de los Royal Marines, meticulosamente fotografiada en el
monumento de los Marines situado en Ocean Village.

Los Marines tienen una historia digna de orgullo y unas tradiciones Unicas. Cabe destacar que,
a excepcion de la mencién a Gibraltar y la corona de laurel por la batalla de Belle Island, sus
banderas no muestran honores de batalla a la manera de los regimientos del ejército britanico
o del cuerpo de Marines estadounidense, sino que muestra el globo terrdqueo como simbolo
del cuerpo. La palabra “Gibraltar” [en su escudo] hace referencia a la toma de Gibraltar por
un contingente de marines angloholandés en 1704 y la posterior defensa de la fortaleza
estratégica a lo largo de un asedio de nueve meses contra una fuerza franco-espafiola
numéricamente superior. Es un gran honor para Gibraltar verse representado en las insignias
de todos los Marines en todo el mundo.

Gibraltar stamps commemorates the Royal Marines 350th Anniversary

Her Majesty’s Government of Gibraltar and the Gibraltar Philatelic Bureau will be issuing a
stamp sheetlet commemorating the Royal Marines 350th Anniversary on the 25th October
2014.

The stamp features the Royal Marines crest which was meticulously photographed from the RM
monument situated at Ocean Village.

The Royal Marines have a proud history and unique traditions. Of huge importance is the fact
that with the exceptions of "Gibraltar" and the laurel wreath for the Battle of Belle Island, their
colours (flags) do not carry battle honours in the manner of the regiments of the British Army or
of the US Marine Corps, but rather the "globe itself" as a symbol of the Corps. The
word Gibraltar refers to the Capture of Gibraltar by a force of Anglo-Dutch Marines in 1704 and
the subsequent defence of the strategic fortress throughout a nine-month siege against a
numerically superior Franco-Spanish force. It is a huge honour for Gibraltar to be featured on
every Royal marine badge worldwide.

Royal Marines 350th Anniversary

In this 350th Anniversary year of the formation of the:
Royal Marines, it is appropriate that Gibraltar should issue
a stamp to commemorate the close connections and
hared history between the City and the Corps.
Originally formed by Charles Il on 28 October 1664 for
sea service, the Marines played a prominent role in the
capture of Gibraltar in 1704. They formed the landing

The connection has
continued ever since and in 1996 the Royal Marines were
granted the Freedom of the City of Gibraltar.

The Royal Marines are an integral part of the Royal Navy
and provide the core of the UK amphibious expeditionary
capability. Following the 2nd World War the Corps took on
the Commando role and all marines are now commando
rained and wear the green beret.
