Easyjet inaugura sus vuelos a Bristol

Gibraltar, 20 de abril de 2015

Easyjet, la aerolinea lider en Europa, lanzd su servicio entre Gibraltar y Bristol ayer, 19 de abril.

La nueva ruta, que operara tres veces por semana los martes, jueves y domingos, es un
servicio permanente durante todo el afio, ademas de ser el primer vuelo directo programado
entre Gibraltar y Bristol.

El vuelo inaugural trasladd a 147 pasajeros de Bristol a Gibraltar el domingo 19 de abril,
mientras que 108 pasajeros cogieron el primer vuelo de Gibraltar a Bristol ese mismo dia.

Easyjet operara los vuelos con una nave A319 de 156 asientos y espera que la nueva ruta
atraiga a alrededor de 39.000 pasajeros en los 12 primeros meses. Las tarifas para el vuelo
de ida estan disponibles a partir de 19,99 libras.

Ali Gayward, Responsable de Easyjet para Gibraltar, comentd:

“Estamos encantados de haber afiadido esta nueva ruta a nuestra red desde Gibraltar y que los
servicios entre ambos destinos hayan comenzado. Sélo este verano habra mas de 19.000
plazas disponibles en este nuevo servicio, que demostrara su popularidad entre empresas y
turistas.

Mantenemos plenamente nuestro compromiso para dar servicio a Gibraltar y respaldar el
crecimiento del turismo y los negocios gracias a nuestras tarifas sencillas y asequibles”.

easylJet launches flights to Bristol
easyJet, Europe’s leading airline, yesterday (19 April) launched services from Gibraltar to Bristol.

The new route, which operates three times a week on Tuesdays, Thursdays and Sundays, is a year round
service and provides the first regular scheduled direct service between Gibraltar and Bristol.

147 passengers travelled on the inaugural flight from Bristol to Gibraltar on Sunday 19th April, and 108
took the first flight from Gibraltar to Bristol on the same day.

easyJet will operate the flights using a 156 seater A319 and expects the new route to attract around
39,000 visitors during the first 12 months. Fares start from £19.99 one way.

Ali Gayward, easyJet’s Head of Gibraltar, said:

“We're delighted to have added this new route to our network from Gibraltar and that services between
the two destinations have now commenced. We will have more than 19,000 seats available on the new
service this summer alone.

“We continue to see an increased number of travellers looking to fly with easyJet on our Gibraltar routes
and with affordable fares and flight time of just over two and a half hours, we're confident that this new
service will prove popular with both business and leisure travellers.

“We remain fully committed to serving Gibraltar and supporting the growth of tourism and business
through our easy and affordable fares.”
