El crucero Aegean Odyssey llega a puerto

Gibraltar, 17 de junio de 2015

Gibraltar ha acogido la décima escala inaugural de un crucero en lo que va de afo, con la
llegada a puerto esta tarde del crucero de bandera maltesa Aegean Odyssey.

Operado desde 2009 por la empresa Voyages to Antiquity, el Aegean Odyssey tiene capacidad
para 380 pasajeros, 140 metros de eslora y un arqueo bruto de 11.906 toneladas.

La Ministra de Turismo, Samantha Sacramento, ha reiterado su satisfaccion por la gran
frecuencia con la que se estan registrando escalas inaugurales en el puerto en los ultimos
meses, lo que refleja el firme empefio del Ministerio de Turismo por garantizar el
posicionamiento de Gibraltar como uno de los principales destinos de cruceros en el
Mediterraneo occidental.

La Ministra Sacramento ha asistido a una recepcion a bordo del crucero, acompaiiada por
representantes de la Oficina de Turismo de Gibraltar (Gibraltar Tourist Board) y el Vicecapitan
del Puerto, Manuel Tirado, en representacion de la Autoridad Portuaria de Gibraltar (Gibraltar
Port Authority).

El tradicional intercambio de placas conmemorativas con el capitan del buque se ha llevado a
cabo en presencia del consignatario, la empresa Incargo Shipping Services Gibraltar.

‘Aegean Odyssey’ cruise ship arrives in port

Gibraltar received its tenth inaugural cruise call of the year today when the Maltese-flagged
vessel, ‘Aegean Odyssey, arrived in port this afternoon.

Operated by the one-ship company Voyages to Antiquity since 2009, the ‘Aegean Odyssey’
carries 380 passengers, has a length of 140 metres and a gross tonnage of 11,906.

Minister for Tourism, the Honourable Samantha Sacramento MP, reiterated her delight at the
high rate of activity and inaugural calls in the port in recent months, which reflects the hard work
by the Ministry for Tourism to ensure Gibraltar’s position as a leading cruise destination in the
Western Mediterranean.

Minister Sacramento attended a welcome reception on board the vessel, accompanied by
representatives from the Gibraltar Tourist Board and the Deputy Captain of the Port, Manuel
Tirado, on behalf of the Gibraltar Port Authority.

The customary exchange of commemorative plaques with the ship’s captain took place, in the
presence of the ship agent, Incargo Shipping Services Gibraltar.
