Albert Poggio se jubila

Gibraltar, 21 de marzo de 2016

Albert Poggio se jubilarad de su cargo como representante del Gobierno de Gibraltar en el Reino
Unido y Director de la Casa de Gibraltar en Londres el 30 de junio de 2016, tras 28 afos de
esmerada dedicacion. Es el decano de los Representantes de los Territorios Britanicos de
Ultramar en el Reino Unido.

Poggio permanecerd en el cargo a lo largo de la campafia para el referéndum de la UE, que se
celebrard el 23 de junio, con el fin de dar continuidad a su labor de mediacién con los
diputados.

Albert Poggio ha sido esencial durante muchos afios en el mantenimiento de la relacion con el
Parlamento, las autoridades locales y las personalidades destacadas en el Reino Unido y paso a
ser una figura reconocida al acudir a los principales congresos de los partidos politicos.

Albert Poggio ha sido el representante del Gobierno de Gibraltar en el Reino Unido desde 1989
y ha desarrollado la Casa de Gibraltar en Londres hasta convertirla en una importante ventana
para Gibraltar en la City de Londres y en todo el Reino Unido.

Cabe destacar que Albert Poggio fue una figura crucial en la campafa de Gibraltar para impedir
las propuestas de soberania compartida que presentd Tony Blair en 2001, que de haber
progresado, habrian llevado a que el Reino Unido compartiera la soberania sobre el Pefién con
Espafia, sin tener en cuenta la opinion del pueblo gibraltarefio.

En marzo de 2015, Albert Poggio fue galardonado con el premio Grassroot Diplomat Initiative
Honouree por reforzar los vinculos politicos y empresariales en beneficio tanto de
gibraltarefios como de britanicos a lo largo de veinte aifos. Asimismo, recibié la Medalla de
Honor de Gibraltar (Gibraltar Medallion of Honour) en 2014.

Tras su jubilacion, Albert Poggio seguira trabajando con diputados del Parlamento britanico
como Director de [Incentivacién de Ia] Inversidn Extranjera en Londres en calidad de consultor,
lo que quiere decir que ya jubilado, no formara parte de la plantilla de la Casa de Gibraltar.
Asimismo, seguird supervisando la conclusién de las obras de las nuevas instalaciones de Calpe
House, en nombre de la fundacién homodnima.

Al anunciar su jubilaciéon, Albert Poggio, declard: “Ha sido un gran privilegio servir al pueblo
gibraltarefio de forma oficial durante los Ultimos 28 afios. Mi pasion por Gibraltar y su gente

nunca mermara”.

El Ministro Principal, Fabian Picardo, comentd: “Ha sido un placer trabajar con Albert Poggio
desde que asumi el cargo de Ministro Principal en 2011. Tuve el placer de presentar la
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propuesta para entregarle la Medalla de Honor de Gibraltar y el hecho de que se aprobara por
unanimidad demuestra la estima que se ha ganado entre los diputados gibraltarefos de todas
las tendencias politicas. Poggio ha sabido transmitir la postura de Gibraltar en Londres con
gran habilidad y pericia a lo largo de muchos afios. Este duro trabajo de forma continuada pasa
factura y es del todo comprensible que después de tantos afios haya decidido jubilarse. En
nombre del Gobierno y del pueblo gibraltarefio, le agradezco su importante contribucion y le
deseo una agradable jubilacién”.

Albert Poggio to Retire

Albert Poggio OBE GMH will be retiring as UK Representative for HM Government of Gibraltar
and Director of Gibraltar House in London, on 30th June 2016, after 28 years of distinguished
service. He is the doyen of the Overseas Territories’ Representatives in the UK.

Mr Poggio will remain in post through the campaign on the EU Referendum, which takes place on
23rd June, in order to continue to liaise with Members of Parliament.

Albert Poggio has for many years been pivotal in liaising with both Houses of Parliament, political
parties, local authorities and prominent individuals in the UK and became a well-known figure in
his attendance at all the major Political Party Conferences.

Albert Poggio has been HM Government of Gibraltar's Representative in the UK since 1989 and
developed Gibraltar House, London, into an impressive window for Gibraltar in the City of London
and throughout the UK.

Importantly, Albert Poggio was crucial in Gibraltar's campaign to derail the joint sovereignty
proposals by Tony Blair in 2001, which if successful, would have led to Spain and the UK sharing
sovereignty of the Rock without regard to the views of the people of Gibraltar.

In March 2015, Albert Poggio was awarded the Grassroot Diplomat Initiative Honouree Award
for strengthening political and business ties for Gibraltarians and British citizens alike over the
last 20 years. He was awarded the Gibraltar Medallion of Honour in 2014.

Following his retirement, Albert Poggio will continue to work with MPs in the UK Parliament, and
as Director (London) of Inward Investment, in a consultancy capacity which means that in
retirement he will no longer be based at Gibraltar House. He will also continue to oversee the
completion of the new Calpe House on behalf of the Calpe House Trust.

On announcing his retirement, Albert Poggio commented:
“It has been a great privilege to serve the people of Gibraltar, formally, for the past 28 years. My

passion for Gibraltar and its people will never diminish”.
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The Chief Minister, the Hon Fabian Picardo QC, said:

“It has been a pleasure to work with Albert Poggio since | became Chief Minister in 2011. | was
delighted to move the Motion which bestowed the Gibraltar Medallion of Honour upon him and
the fact that it was unanimous speaks for itself in terms of the regard in which he is held by all
sides of the Gibraltar Parliament. Albert has put across the Gibraltar point of view in London with
great skill and ability over many years. This continuous hard work is something that takes its toll
and it is understandable that after so many years he should now want to retire. On behalf of the
Government and the people of Gibraltar, | thank him for his important contribution and wish him a
happy retirement.”

Mr Albert Poggio was appointed United Kingdom Representative and
Director of Gibraltar House for HM of Government of Gibraltar in
1988 (Head of Mission). He is responsible for all matters pertaining
to Gibraltar in the United Kingdom, including the promotion of all
aspects of the Gibraltar Economy, reporting directly to the Chief
Minister. His remit includes liaison with Houses of Parliament, all
Whitehall Departments and regional Assemblies.

Mr Poggio has responsibility for the briefing of members of
Parliament and various Select Committees in the United Kingdom
Parliament and is responsible for the implementation of the Ministry
for Tourism’s policy for the growth of visitor arrivals from the United
Kingdom, working with the Minister for Tourism.

As Senior Vice Chairman of Calpe House Trust, Mr Poggio is responsible for overseeing the
interests of the Trust and its facilities "Calpe House", a building jointly owned by the Trust and
the Government, currently in Bayswater, London, which offers home-from-home
accommodation for patients and families from Gibraltar whilst in the United Kingdom for
specialist medical treatment under the Gibraltar Health Authority Scheme. A new Calpe House
is currently being refurbished.

Mr Poggio coordinates, on behalf of the Government, a number of prestigious events, including
“Gibraltar Day” in the City of London, which is held annually in the City of London.

Mr Poggio is a founding member of MedCruise (the Association of Mediterranean Cruise Ports).
MedCruise currently represents 106 Mediterranean Cruise Ports across 22 countries.

Mr Poggio is currently the Hon. Secretary and past-Chairman, and a founding member, of the
United Kingdom Overseas Territories Association (UKOTA). This Association represents the
interests of the 12 remaining British Overseas Territories.

Mr Poggio is Vice Chairman of the Friends of Gibraltar Association and Friends of Gibraltar
Heritage Society.

Mr Poggio sits as a Director on the Board of Gibraltar International Mint, Gibraltar Inward
Investment and Gibraltar Strand Management Co Ltd.

Mr Poggio is a Freeman of the City of London and was made an OBE in 2006. He was awarded
the Gibraltar Medallion of Honour in 2014 which is the highest Civic award given by the Civic
authorities in Gibraltar.
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
